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Qualifications
To apply for the Nazareth Association Scholarship, the applicant must meet the following criteria:
* Admission to or current enroliment at an approved Catholic college/university.
* Undergraduate junior or senior standing.
* Enroliment for a minimum of nine (9) semester hours in each term of the next academic year.
¢ Cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or better on a 4.0 GPA scale at the conclusion of the
present year and in good standing with the academic institution.
* Completion of all federal, state, and institutional financial aid procedures.
* Demonstration of involvement in collegiate extra-curricular volunteer activities and/or community
services.

Application process

Selection is based upon the applicant's grade point average, academic major, extra-curricular/community
service activities, an essay of approximately 500 words, and relationship to the Nazareth Association.
Applications will be reviewed and evaluated by the Scholarship Committee of the Nazareth Association.
The number of awards will vary according to the funds available.

Applicants must complete the following procedures:

1. Submission of transcripts from all undergraduate institutions attended with documentation and
verification of the applicant's academic standing and program major. Applicants not currently
enrolled but transferring to an approved institution must submit a copy of their letter of
acceptance.

Completion of this application and an approximate 500-essay.
3. Submission of three (3) letters of recommendation. A letter from a member of the Nazareth

Association is encouraged.

Scholarship money will be sent directly to the recipient's institution's Office of Financial Aid for application
‘to his/her tuition and fees account.

Essay

The required essay must reflect the applicant's educational, career, and personal goals as they relate to
the mission and philosophy of the Nazareth Association. The essay of approximately 500 words should
be typed, double-spaced, and submitted on a separate sheet of paper along with the application and
letters of recommendation.

The Nazareth Association believes in the mission and tradition of the Sisters of St. Joseph
as exemplified and fostered by their century of work at Nazareth, Michigan:
development of the whole person and responsiveness to human needs.

To that end, the Nazareth Association exists to carry on the tradition
as a living testimony to the Nazareth heritage

and community service.

Renewal process

The scholarship may be renewed for a second year if all qualifications are
maintained. An updated transcript reflecting the current semester must be
submitted by June 30" to verify academic standing.
